Flow Chart of Decisions – Determining LEP status and services















As soon as a student arrives, give the SOP Home Language Survey.





Look at the SOP Home Language Survey questions 1, 2 and 3.





If the answers are: 


English


No


No


You do not need to look any further, the student is not LEP. 





If question 1 is a language other than English and/or questions 2 or 3 are answered, “Yes”, English Language Proficiency (ELP) MUST be determined.





Look at question number 4





If the answer is “YES”, contact the home school or district for LEP information. 





If the answer is “NO”, the W-APT must be given to determine LEP status and WIDA level. 





If student is LEP, ask for the WIDA Levels and a copy of the WIDA ACCESS teacher report or entry assessment report 


(W-APT, MODAL or school documented report) 








If report indicates student is NOT receiving services identify if: 


Student has been dismissed from program. 


Refused services.


Not eligible. 





Enter student information into SIS and place a copy of the reports (WIDA ACCESS or W-APT results) in the student’s file. Refer to FLOW CHART OF SERVICES. 
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
